Creating Custom Charts Using the SAS Tool
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Using the SAS Tool allows you to “personalize” the look of a graph.  For example with this tool you will be able to change such things as the chart’s background, positioning, grouping, etc.  Below are a few examples of how the SAS Tool can work for you.  

1. Activate the Tool:  To do this, click on one of the bars in the graph.

2. Hovering on a graph bar will give you data information.

3. Double-click on a bar to open the graph in a PDF table-format.

For demonstration purposes we will be using Table 1 of the Articulation Report.  
Change Bar Properties: 
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In this example, let’s change the bar shape:
1. Right-click on any of the bars in the chart.

2. Click on the Bar Properties and select the Bar tab.

3. Locate the field labeled Bar Shape and open the drop-down list.

4. Select Prism.  (Note: the other options.)

5. Click OK.

Also note that other properties of this chart such as the background, bar colors, location of the legend, etc. are available here.

Graph Toolbar:

1. Right-click on any of the bars in the chart.

2. Click on the Rotate button (hover over the buttons to reveal what the button does.)

3. While holding down the left mouse button click and drag the chart around. 
Change Chart Type:
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For example, let’s change from a “bar chart” to a “pie chart”:

1. Right-click on any of the bars in the chart.

2. Select Chart Type.  (Note the choices you have.)
3. Select Pie.  The chart is now displayed as a Pie Chart.
Data Options:
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With this option you can regroup the items on the chart.  For example, Table 1 is grouped by University only, but suppose you want to view the data not only by University but also grouped by Gender.  To accomplish this perform the following steps:

1. Right-click on any of the bars in the chart.

2. Select Data Options.

3. Move to the Horizontal Axis area and click on Group By.
4. Now to the right in the drop-down list you will see that Gender is already shown, so click on OK.

5. The chart is now grouped by University and Gender.

Using the Style Editor:
This option allows you to change the overall look of the chart, by applying color themes, changing the look of the lines, and the appearance of the text.  This editor is much like any word processor editor therefore, it doesn’t require detailed instruction.  
Title Option:
With the Title Option you can personalize the chart by giving it subtitles and/or footnotes.  Simply click on the Titles and choose what type of text you want to create.

Save As and Copy Options:
The Save As Option allows you to save the active chart to disk.

The Copy Option allows you to copy the active chart so that you can paste it into another document.

Print Option:
The Print Option allows you to print ONLY the active chart.  Whereas using the browser’s print option will print all the charts on that web page.
Restoring the Original Graph:
To restore the original graph at any time, press your browser’s Refresh or Reload button.
